Desktop Virtualisation

Applications are installed on 
centralised servers, but executed 

on the client computer.

• Easier program deployment 
   across multiple OSs
• Application is managed, stored 
   and maintained from 
   centralised location
• Eliminates conflicts between 
   applications

Application Virtualisation

Application is installed and runs
on a central server and only the
screen interface is "presented"

to end users.

• Increase lifecycle of desktop HW
• Increased disaster recovery
   ability
• Improved security
• Optimises traffic on the network

Presentation Virtualisation
Pools physical storage from

multiple devices into a single
storage device that is managed

from a central console.

• More easily manage
   heterogeneous storage
   environments
• Migrate data between drives
   more easily
• Reduces downtime due to
   failures or configuration
   changes
